GOLD EAGLE SCHOLARSHIP FUND ESTABLISHED

The Onalaska Foundation For Educational Excellence Inc (OFFEE) has agreed
to provide a Scout-related scholarship, the Gold Eagle Scholarship. To
graduating seniors of the public and private high schools of Onalaska,
Wisconsin who have earned the Eagle Rank of the Boy Scouts of America or
the Gold Award of the Girl Scouts of the USA.

The Gold Eagle Scholarship shall commence as soon as principal amount of the
Gold Eagle Scholarship Fund reaches a designated minimum amount and the
interest generated from the principal amount shall thereafter be awarded pro
rata among the qualified candidates. Currently, the scholarship fund as a
principal amount of approximately $4,000 and scholarship awards will
commence in the year after the principal amount exceeds $5,000.

To be eligible for a Gold Eagle Scholarship, a candidate must:

a. Be a senior graduating from an Onalaska public or private high
school during the particular school year.

b. Apply for the scholarship either directly by submitting their name
as a scholarship candidate or indirectly by having someone (such as
a parent or local scout representative) submit their name as a
scholarship candidate.

c. Prior to graduation, have earned the Eagle rank of the Boy Scouts
of America, or the Gold Award of the Girl Scouts of America a
certified by a representative of the local council of respectively
either the Boy Scouts of America or the Girl Scouts of the USA.

If you would like to support this fund, your tax deductible donations to the
Gold Eagle Scholarship Fund can be submitted directly to the Onalaska
Foundation For Educational Excellence Inc., c/o the School District of
Onalaska, 1821 East Main Street, Onalaska, WI 54650. Please indicate that the
donation is intended for the Gold Eagle Scholarship Fund.

Certain local companies, such as Trane, will match donations made to this fund
if the pre-requisite paperwork is submitted with the donation.

THE SILVER BEAVER
AWARD

The Silver Beaver Award is for
noteworthy service of exceptional
character to youth by a registered
adult Scouter within the territory
under the jurisdiction of a local
council. The Silver Beaver Award
is a national award presented by the
council and is the highest award a
council can present to a volunteer.
It is important that we recognize
those deserving volunteers for their efforts. Please take the
time and nominate those individuals you know who are
going above and beyond for the young boys and girls of the
Gateway Area Council. The nomination form can be picked
up at the Council Service Center.

This award may be made each year upon nomination of the
chartered council. These nominations are to be submitted
by January 15 of each year to the Council Service Center.
Nominations are not held over from one year to the next
year, i.e., nominees not receiving the award need to be re-
nominated the following year.

Mandatory Requirements

1. Candidates for the award must be registered volunteer
Scouters within the council territory.

2. Candidates must be at least 21 years of age.

3. They must have rendered noteworthy service of
exceptional character to youth.

Desirable Requirements

1. Ten years of service to youth in Scouting.

2. Have some experience in service to youth outside of
Scouting.

3. Service should be regarded as distinctive beyond the
expectation of normal duty.

4. Have an exemplary record of service, reputation, and
standing in the community.

The Silver Beaver Awards will be presented at the Council
Annual Banquet in March.

ANNUAL PAPERWORK STUFF

My Mailing Label says “Regular” or “Mailing” - all Arrowmen must be registered with the Gateway Area Council. If you aren’t
currently registered with a Scouting unit, we switch you to a “Mailing”status...and you are ineligible to attend Lodge events. While we’d
prefer you to register with your local unit, we do accept registrations for Crew 381 (“NST”) for those without an active unit in their
immediate neighborhood. Help us with the paperwork—pay your 2007 dues now. ($10 for youth, $15 for those 21 or over as of 1/1 of
that year. You can pay for up to 5 years at once. Submissions from Troops covering all their members, and Scout Account withdrawals
coordinated with their Treasurer are appreciated.

It’s never to early to start considering an election date for your troop. We need to be done by early April, with Call Outs at the Spring

REMINDER OF SCOUT
SUNDAY

February 4, 2007

Traditionally, the first Sunday in February is used to
recognize Boy Scout Sunday. Some churches trade
back and forth between February and March and take
turns recognizing the Scouts. Some, due to set
schedules, may come up with a different date to honor
Scouts. Whatever day is used, Scout Sunday may be
used to recognize youth of Boy and Girl Scouts.

Like many things in life, Scout Sunday is one of those
things that may “sneak up” Scout leaders and church
officials. Planning in advance can provide a more
meaningful recognition and a larger part in the service. This entails a leader or parent
requesting consideration of Scout Sunday many months prior to the actual date. Most
churches plan worship services far in advance, and the request may need to go through a
separate committee as well as the priest, minister or other clergy representative. The sooner
that approval can be given, the more successful the worship service will be. For churches that
have never undertaken such a service, it is best to keep the involvement to a minimum at first,
such as having the youth be greeters and ushers.

If enough time is allowed into the planning, it may be possible for a youth member to be
selected to give a short speech about what Scouting has meant to him/her. The youth can
participate by being greeters, ushers, lead in responsive readings and possibly give a short
prayer. The member of the clergy and/or the worship committee should review any speech,
prayer, responsive reading, benediction, etc.

A short part of the worship service should allow for recognition of church members whom:

* Are currently in a youth organization

* Are currently serving as leaders.
Some churches time their presentation of the religious awards that the youth can earn to be
done on Scout Sunday. Minimally, it is a good time to announce such a program and let the
youth know that it is available through the church.

The Scout Oath and Scout Law can be used as a basis for a responsive reading. If the church
has a flag, a flag ceremony can be done with the Christian flag, unit flag and U.S. flag.

Scout Sunday is always a good time to reinforce to the boys that “a Scout is reverent.”

Try to make arrangements with your local church and try to plan as soon as possible.
